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Permission Guidelines for Photography/Videography

The Shinshii Honbyo (Higashi Honganji) is a sacred place for sharing the Buddhist
teachings. When taking photos or videos inside the Goei-do (Founder’s Hall), Amida-do
(Amida Hall), and the entire temple grounds, please observe the restrictions provided
below and be respectful and considerate of other visitors.

1. Permitted Photography/Videography
e Private photography and videography as well as posting of those images on
social media by individuals for their personal use.
e Professional photography, filming, and videography with prior permission from
the Shinshii Otani-ha administrative office.

2. Prohibited Photography/Videography

e Photography and videography during services and rituals.

e Use of flash.

e Photography and videography deemed to be disrespectful toward the dignity of
the Buddha and our forebears as well as the facilities.

e Photography and videography with the intention of denigrating the Shinshu
Otani-ha and its members.

e Photography and videography against public order and morals.

e Photography and videography in areas closed to the public.

e Photography and videography deemed infringing portrait rights of other visitors.

e Photography and videography for profit-making purposes but without
permission.

e Operation or use of drones of any type over the temple grounds without
permission.

In addition, if any of the above conditions are not applicable, when we consider the
photography or videography interferes other visitors’ use of the facilities, or obstructs the
progress of services, rituals, or other events, we may request you to discontinue the
recordings and to delete the relevant data on your photographic or filming equipment.
Please note that these guidelines are never intended to impose restrictions on an
individual’s social and cultural rights or rights of expression.
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
